After years of complaints from local residents about the
bin bags all over our high streets, Camden Council has
agreed to trial new waste containers for residents who
live in the flats above the shops on West End Lane.

Camden’s Labour Council approved the
redevelopment of the 02 Centre site in March,
despite the plans not meeting the Council’s policies
on affordable housing, green open space or carbon
net zero. Liberal Democrat campaigners and councillors
opposed the application and voted against them.

The Conservative Secretary of State for the Environment
has refused to “call in” the decision for review. The next k=
stage is for the London Mayor’s office to give their view.

West Hampstead campaigner Janet Grauberg said
“Local residents are angry the Council ignored residents’
concerns and its own policies. They are anxious about
congestion at West Hampstead and Finchley Road
stations, and fifteen years of construction. The Labour
Council should have done more to get the developers to
improve their plans.” '

The cost-of-living crisis caused by the
Conservatives’ mismanagement of the economy
is hitting Camden families hard.
